· You must use numbers and colors to describe your monster. Remember that colors come after the main noun. In English: a red eye. In Spanish: un ojo rojo. When you use the number 1 (one), use una for feminine parts and un (not uno) for masculine. UN ojo rojo. 

· Your monstruo must have some pain somewhere that you describe and mark. 

· Make as many sentences as you can. I want 10 minimum. You may only have 2 sentences that are mostly the same.  
· My monsters name is Frank.
