SABER is an Irregular Yo verb. It conjugates normally (as an ER verb) in all cases except YO
The Yo form (SÉ) needs the written accent to distinguish the verb from the particle SE in “se llama”. 

Saber means to know HOW or to know A FACT , not to know a person (be acquainted), that is a completely different word (conocer). 
You do not need to translate HOW into Spanish because the verb contains “how” in it. 
I know how to read.     Yo sé leer. (This is consistent with Verb1, Verb 2!)
               Don’t say: Yo sé como leer. It does not communicate the meaning.
