	Objectives:

1. Students know core vocabulary: extracurricular activities, clothing and personal care.
2. Students review present tense verbs, including orthographically changing verbs (boots) and irregular verbs (ser/decir/estar and all the -go verbs).
3. Students continue to be pattern finders since all language has predictable patterns (grammar).
4. Students can define a verb, noun, adjective, article, and noun phrase, as well as form a basic question.
5. Students can use some/any/none words correctly in Spanish where double negatives are required. 
6. Students can ask and answer “how long has X been going on”
7. Students can compare equalities (as much/many as) and inequalities (more/less than).

Essential Questions:

1. How are Spanish and English similar and/or different?
2. How do some/any/none differ in English and Spanish?

3. Is it better to have very specific words for each variation in concept, or to have more general words?

4. What is the difference between translating individual words vs. ideas/concepts?

	Objectives:

1. Students continue the basic preterit past tense forms of AR/ER/IR verbs, as well as irregular preterit past verbs (IR/SER/VER/DAR, and the “12 Oddballs”.

2. Students learn the vocabulary for errands around town, for chores, time,
3. Students add new pronouns and the rules for placement of pronouns: Direct Object and Indirect Object Pronouns.

4. Students refresh on the Regular Present Progressive forms (ando/iendo) and extend into irregular progressive forms (i(y, etc)

5. Students refresh on Regular positive TÚ commands and extend into irregular forms (based on –GO verbs)

Essential Questions:

1. Why are there accents? 
2. Why would a person use the Present Progressive tense in Spanish? In English?
3. What are the patterns for command formation? How do I know which pattern to use?

4. How do spelling and accentuation rules affect the present participle creation?

4. Students connect the reasoning to a physical action of  making a dot, or a cyclical motion

5. Students extend the reflexive pronouns into the reciprocal perspective.

6. Students extend their knowledge of orthography in Spanish to consider irregular verb patterns for: oír, construir, leer, reír. (present and preterit forms).

2. Does language come from inside me? Or does it come from the exterior, based on rules?
